Before Christmas break, our Home and School Association sent invitations to all families for the annual St. Mary Big
Fundraiser. | would like to personally appeal to all our parents to consider attending this important event.

Unfortunately, tuition only covers a portion of the total cost needed to fund St. Mary Catholic School. We have always
depended on the generous support of the parish as well as many individuals and families to offset the total expense of
providing a quality Catholic education. Over the years, the St. Mary Big Fundraiser has raised thousands of dollars that
have gone directly to support St. Mary Catholic School. This year will be no exception.

It has become evident that we will need to replace the school’s intercom system. The current system is over 25 years
old and plagued with problems that make it impossible to communicate effectively with the classrooms. This is
unacceptable, as it poses a safety issue for all our students on a daily basis as well as in the case of an emergency.

We are in the process of soliciting bids for the project, all of which estimate the cost to replace the system at $10,000.

This is a substantial amount of money, but it is my hope that the success of this year’s Big Fundraiser will be able to
cover the cost of this very important project.

In the future, | would like to be able to direct funds to additional projects that include replacing cabinets in the school’s
kitchen as well as purchasing a much needed update to our educational curriculum. Both projects will require a
significant investment, but this investment is in our school and our children.

Obviously, this fundraiser is important because of the funds it generates. However, it allows for something else that is
equally as important — the occasion to come together as a community. As Catholics we intuitively understand the
significance of this. We are drawn together weekly for Mass to participate in the Eucharist (Communion) where we are
nourished and strengthened. By celebrating together we develop and reinforce the communal bonds that are vital for
our school to prosper. Let us take the time to celebrate our students with each other.

We all want the best for our children and this is why you have chosen to send them to St. Mary Catholic School. A

all the members of its community.
